DIET FOR NEOPLASENE
Keep in mind that I have a 140 pound dog.  She gets one cup of food both AM and PM—that is for starters.  I give her that amount mixed with her Neoplasene.  Once she eats it, I give her more food to fill her up!  The second portion is plain without the added seasoning.  My goal here is to get the Neoplasene into her. I have a finicky eater but other people have dogs that will eat the wall paper off the wall—you can probably get away with feeding the whole portion at once.

For each meal, I mix one-third sprouted brown rice, or white rice or a baked potato or a sweet potato with two-thirds of a cooked meat protein.  NO raw food, no kibble.  Every two weeks, we set-up the barbeque and cook up hamburgers made from organic beef mixed with some organic lamb; strips of a roast that I cut to make it easier to use; chicken thighs, and breasts (organic) and wild caught salmon, wild tuna, mai mai.  Being a vegetarian, I have to make an effort to provide the right foods for Jazzie because it is not our usual meals.  

I store the cooked foods in the freezer and defrost what I need.  I then grind it into small pieces because I find the small ground pieces permeate the food making it impossible for her to pick out big chunks leaving the Neoplasene at the bottom!   I’ll defrost and grind enough for 2 nights, leaving it in the fridge.  

Disguising the Neoplasene is my goal, therefore, I do not make it a huge moist mess because Jazzie will not eat it.  I make it moist but only slightly.  I mix the Neoplasene in a small amount of water and then use a tiny whisk to turn it into a froth before adding to her food.  I do this to make certain it is well mixed so it covers her food evenly.  I melt butter and pour that on top, or rotate with bacon grease and ground cooked bacon.  I started mixing some organic broth (chicken and beef) with a small amount of water and melted butter and then added that to her food.  She likes all of the foods but she must be really hungry to eat.  For that reason, she does not get any treats between her meals.  If she has eaten well twice during the day, I will give her a chew or beef treat before she goes to sleep. The bacon works well because it also makes her thirsty so she drinks a lot after eating.  That helps the Neoplasene. 
I also cook and grind chicken livers, heart and gizzards.  I’ve tried using Italian cheese, cheddar cheese and even vanilla ice cream.  Whatever it takes to keep her interested in her food; I lay awake trying to come up with new ideas.

45 minutes before each meal, I give Jazzie 40mg of Reglan, an anti-emetic which works to keep the Neoplasene down.  Neoplasene is an emetic—causes vomiting, so the dog needs to take something that stops the vomiting.

Adjust the menu to fit your dog and your life style.  Also consider using a small can of tuna, salmon, cat food—canned dog food.  I’ve used baby foods and even topped off her food with two soft boiled eggs which worked well.  Once she started eating the eggs, she kept going and ate everything.
